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El logotipo de la Feria Internacional de Australia estd compuesto por iconos representativos del
continente, los cuales se explican a continuacion.

El primer icono es el canguro, animal que sélo habita en Australia y es considerado simbolo
nacional, el cual puede encontrarse en su escudo, en las monedas del pais, postales y hasta en
aerolineas.

Australia cuenta con mas de mil playas que rodean sus costas, es por ello que es un auténtico
paraiso para el surf, el deporte mas popular del continente y que a su vez forma parte del estilo de
vida entre sus habitantes. Es por ello que el segundo icono es un surfista montado una ola ubicado
sobre la letra S.

El tercer icono son las estrellas de la bandera australiana, las cuales se encuentran en la misma
posicidn de como se localizan en la bandera. La estrella mas grande de 7 puntos, ubicada entre la
letra Ry A; cada uno de los puntos representa los 6 estados y a la Federacion Australiana. El resto
de las estrellas en menor tamafio ubicadas entre la letra A y L representan la Cruz del Sur, una
constelacidon exclusiva del hemisferio sur del planeta, la cual se ve con claridad desde este
continente.

El cuarto icono es el didgeridoo, que sustituye la letra | de la palabra Australia; este es un
instrumento de viento tradicional de los pueblos aborigenes australianos, hecho de un tubo de
madera de 100 o 200 cm de largo, que se hace sonar al hacer vibrar con los labios en su interior.
Es considerado por musicélogos como uno de los instrumentos mas antiguos del planeta.

El quinto y ultimo icono se ubica en el ojo de la letra Ay es una estrella de mar, la cual representa
la gran barrera de coral australiana, la cual es la mds grande del mundo y es considerada
patrimonio de la humanidad por la Unesco.

Estos iconos estan formados bajo una linea grafica a base de lineas y puntos, caracteristicos del
arte aborigen australiano. Se ubican en diferentes posiciones entre la palabra Australia la cual est3
hecha con tipografia de diferentes estilos tipograficos, para representan la gran diversidad
bioldgica, social y cultural del continente.



Se seleccionaron los colores: rojo y azul propios de la bandera nacional que representan la tierray
la justicia respectivamente. El color dorado y verde, considerados colores nacionales, que
representan las playas y desiertos y los bosques y selvas. Y el color café en alusion a la fauna del
continente.

Finalmente, en la parte inferior de las letras se ubica el icono del continente, el cual esta
seccionado con base en las diferentes zonas climaticas que son muy marcadas en el pais. El color
rojo representa la zona desértica, el color amarillo la zona semidrida, el color azul la zona tropical,
el color café la zona subtropical y el color verde la zona templada, segun el Bureau de Meteorologia

del gobierno australiano.



The logo of the UDEM’s International Fair 2022: Australia is made up of representative icons of the
continent, which are explained below.

The first icon is the kangaroo, an animal that only lives in Australia and is considered a national
symbol, which can be found on its coat of arms, on the country's coins, postcards and even on
airlines.

Australia has more than a thousand beaches that surround its coasts, which is why it is a true
paradise for surfing, the most popular sport on the continent and which, in turn, is part of the
lifestyle of its inhabitants. That is why the second icon is a surfer riding a wave located on the letter
S.

The third icon is the stars of the Australian flag, which are in the same position as they are located
on the flag. The largest 7-point star, located between the letter R and A; each of the points
represents the 6 states and the Australian Federation. The rest of the smaller stars located
between the letters A and L represent the Southern Cross, a constellation exclusive to the southern
hemisphere of the planet, which can be seen clearly from this continent.

The fourth icon is the didgeridoo, which replaces the letter | in the word Australia; this is a
traditional wind instrument of the Australian aboriginal people, it is made of a wooden tube 100
or 200 cm long, which is manufactured to sound by vibrating with the lips inside it. It is considered
by musicologists as one of the oldest instruments on the planet.

The fifth and last icon is located in the eye of the letter A and is a starfish, which represents the
Australian Great Barrier Reef, which is the largest in the world and is considered a World Heritage
Site by UNESCO.

These icons are formed under a graphic line based on lines and points, characteristic of Australian
aboriginal art. They are located in different positions between the word Australia which is made
with typography of different typographic styles, to represent the great biological, social and
cultural diversity of the continent.

The selected colors were: red and blue typical of the national flag that represent the land and
justice respectively. The color gold and green, considered national colors, which represent the
beaches and deserts and the forests and jungles. And the color brown in allusion to the fauna of
the continent.



Finally, at the bottom of the letters is the icon of the continent, which is sectioned based on the
different climatic zones that are very marked in the country. The red color represents the desert
zone, the yellow color the semi-arid zone, the blue color the tropical zone, the brown color the
subtropical zone and the green color the temperate zone, according to the Australian
Government's Bureau of Meteorology
