Description Mosquera anuncié que se habia visto obligado a cerrar el Unico centro y

museo de la diaspora africana en Colombia, la Fundacién Muntu Bantu,
después de que bandas locales intentaran extorsionar y amenazaran de
muerte a los dirigentes de la Fundacién.

Mosquera es un historiador y escritor con amplia experiencia en historia
afrocolombiana. En 2009 cred la Fundacion, con sede en Quibdo,
capital del departamento del Chocé, que rapidamente se convirtio en el
unico museo y centro educativo del pais dedicado a la diaspora
africana, desempefiando un papel cultural y educativo clave en el pais.
Segun los informes, los grupos armados del departamento del Chocé
iniciaron una campafa de extorsion contra el Centro, amenazando de
muerte a Mosquera y a la directora de la Fundacién, Maria Fernanda
Parra. En consecuencia, se vieron obligados a cerrar la fundacion.
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On January 13, 2023, Afro-Colombian historian Sergio Antonio
Mosquera announced that he was forced to shut down the only African
diasporic center and museum in Colombia, the Fundacion Muntd Bantu
(Muntu Bantu Foundation), after local gangs attempted to extort money
and made death threats against the Foundation’s leadership.

Mosquera is a widely published historian and author, with expertise in
Afro-Colombian history. In 2009, he established the Foundation, located
in Chocé Department’s capital Quibdo, and it quickly became the
country’s only African diasporic museum and education center, playing




a key cultural and educational role in the country.

According to reports, armed groups in Chocé Department began a
campaign of extortion against the Center, threatening the lives of
Mosquera and the Foundation’s director, Maria Fernanda Parra, if they
did not pay. Consequently, they were forced to close the foundation.
